The LCR Walking & Cycling Ringway is a new distinctive, accessible and environmentally sustainable 200-mile walking and cycling trail that joins all six LCR local authorities (Halton, Knowsley, Liverpool, Sefton, St Helens, Wirral). By bringing to life pathways and linking urban, coastal and rural landscapes, it will promote and protect the region’s key heritage and explore ways that local communities can engage with this heritage, shaped by an impactful community engagement programme. Its legacy will be one of positive economic impact on the region and on approaches to sustainable travel, as well as helping to increase the number of people who walk and cycle in the region, improving people’s activity levels and health outcomes.

Main purpose of the PR Consultant

In 2025, CPRE undertook a six-month R&D programme to ascertain the viability of a new LCR Walking and Cycling Ringway. This culminated in a Feasibility Study which laid out specific recommendations that we will now implement at this delivery stage.
We are seeking an experienced PR Consultant to lead strategic communications for the LCR Walking and Cycling Ringway. The consultant will help raise the profile of the trail, increase visitor engagement, strengthen community relationships, and promote the trail as a key local asset for recreation, health, tourism, and sustainable transport.
Key responsibilities:

Strategic Communications

· Develop a PR and media strategy to promote the LCR Walking and Cycling Ringway regionally and nationally.
· Craft clear and compelling messaging tailored to targeted audiences 

Media & Public Relations

· Build and maintain relationships with local and regional media.
· Prepare and distribute press releases, media packs, and feature stories.
· Coordinate media visits, interviews, and photo opportunities.

Campaigns & Content

· Plan and deliver campaigns that promote LCR Ringway events, activities, and community programmes.

Stakeholder Engagement

· Support communication with local authorities, landowners, community groups, businesses, and tourism bodies.
· Help manage public feedback or sensitive communications where necessary.

Brand & Reputation Management

· Work with Project Manager and Project Officer to strengthen and protect the LCR Ringway’s public image through consistent messaging.
· Provide guidance on signage, visitor information, and tone‑of‑voice alignment.
· Work with the GM Ringway team to ensure alignment of both brands

Evaluation & Reporting

· Monitor media coverage and campaign performance.
